he Medway River Users Association has set itself the following

objectives, recognising that some will require considerable funding to be
provided from various sources. It will be difficult to achieve them all, but we
will keep trying.

Objective 1 - To seek the creation of an all weather footpath suitable for use
by walkers, the disabled and parents with pushchairs, from Allington Lock to
Tonbridge, a distance of some twenty miles.

Objective 2 - To press for the clearance of excessive vegetation (bushes,
small trees, etc.) on either side of the footpath on those sections where
temporary mooring is permitted, so that the riverbank may actually be used
for this purpose and to enable the appropriate footpath width be maintained.

Objective 3 - To identify and increase the areas where temporary overnight
mooring is permitted. To publish this information at least annually and
identify these areas clearly on the riverbank.

Objective 4 - To press for the installation of steel or concrete piling in those
areas of the riverbank where erosion by wash or flooding is currently a
problem.

Objective 5 - To achieve a significant increase in MRUA membership.

Objective 6 - To reduce the quantity of floating debris and litter in the river
by regular collections and other means.

Objective 7 - To ensure that the MRUA is consulted about proposed changes
affecting the River Medway and to ensure that our views are taken into

account,
